RegalChem “How To Do The State Standards Packets”
I have designed packets from parts of the textbook that match the State Standards in Chemistry.  You will see that you don’t go through the book in order.  Instead, we go through the order of the District Pacing Guide which helps us prepare for next April’s CST test and the Benchmark exams we take each quarter.

HOW TO TURN THESE IN.  Since we work on these in class so much and have some time at home to complete them, they are due AS YOU WALK IN, already stapled/paper clipped.  I will be outside the door collecting them.  You cannot come in the room, get your packet out, then come back and give it to me.  You MUST turn it in as you walk in.

1. Coversheet. Copy the assignment I give you so that you have a complete set of the tasks.  Staple this at the very front of your packet.

2. Reading Notes.  As you read each paragraph in a section, write a sentence or two about it.  You will find that you then have several pages of a summary at the time you’re done.  Cornell notes are also acceptable.

3. Key Terms.  At the end of each chapter, you will see a list of Key Terms.  BUT DON’T just copy these and look them up in the index.  You don’t do all of them in most cases.  As you do your Reading Notes, you will see big colored words.  Those are usually the Key Terms, too!  Copy them, then define them In Your Own Words.

4. Self-Checks (called “Practice Problems” in the Surfer Book).  Every few pages, you will see Examples in the book.  At the end of many of these, you will also see “Self-Checks.”  Do these and Show Work or In Your Own Words.

5. EOC (End-of-Chapter) Problems.  Just like it sounds.  You will see problems at the end of the chapter.  Either copy them, then answer them, OR answer them showing work/in complete sentences.

6. Any Review Worksheets.  Sometimes, I will give you extra worksheets in class that I want you to do and put in your packet.  Do these and include them here.

7. All Warmups, copied and completed.  If you see a warmup as you walk in, start copying it down and working on it with your neighbor.  (Sometimes you won’t have to include a warm-up, but I’ll tell you which ones.)

8.State Standards, copied or printed.  You can either hand-copy the standards we’re working on for the current unit, or go to my website and download your own copy.
